It has taken many 
months, but we are now 
caught up with most of 
the Mass Intentions that 
were requested.  If you 
have been holding off 
on your Mass requests, 
now would be a good 
time to submit your 
Mass requests for your 
special intentions. 

Contractors installed 
underground power 
and a new pole to 
support the convent 
remodel.  They had to 
dig a 3 foot deep 
trench in the rain, so it 
made quite a muddy 
mess.  They found 5 
sprinkler pipes with 
their backhoe, but 
luckily they were able 

to run down to 
ACE Hardware to 
get some fittings to 
fix them.  Fr. Joe 
will be back to rak-
ing and planting 
grass seed in the 
coming weeks to 
see if we can get 
the yard back in 
shape for Head 
Start who start on 
the 26th. 



 

The final drywall and touchup painting was completed this 
week.  There are a few small nicks from moving things 
around that will still need to be touched up, but we will 
wait until after we move all the office furniture in because 
we will likely have a few more then.  We still need to finish 
installing the baseboard in the meeting rooms and part of 
the hallway.  The Charter/Spectrum Internet and phone 
service was installed on Friday.  We now have wireless 
high speed Internet in the Convent and the Saint Maryôs 
Center so things will be ready for when the Office is finally 
moved over to the new location.  The Internet also allows 
the TV in the large meeting room to stream services like 
EWTN and possibly other Catholic educational services 
like ñFormedò.  The PC in the large meeting room can also 
be used to play DVDôs.  Fr. Joe will be working on some 
instructions so people will be able to use it when needed. 

The Foundation for the Diocese of 
Helena has awarded us 2 grants 
this year.  $500 for bibles for the 
inmates at Montana State Prison 
and clients at Montana State Hos-
pital and $4,500 for the handicap 
access door in the convent and 
chapel remodeling project.  The 

bibles have already been purchased and will be given 
out over the course of the coming months.  Installation 
of the new door is almost complete, some finishing 
touches just need to be done.  Please be sure to con-
sider the Foundation in your estate planning if you want 
to give a gift that keeps on giving to the churches of our 
Diocese.

We are starting to give some thought to replacing the four old win-
dows in the convent chapel with new stained glass windows like 
those on the right.  If you are interested in sponsoring a window or 
would like more information, let Fr. Joe know.  We are also inves-
tigating the potential for used windows that may cost less. 

We had 11 people turn out for 
the Retreat that Deacon Paul 
Lavallee gave on the Eucharist 
in the Early Church.  Dcn. Paul 
said his audiences in Texas are 
usually over 100 people, so he 
enjoyed the more intimate set-
ting and the interaction that 
was possible with the smaller 
group.  This is one of the two 
retreats that the Foundation for 
the Diocese of Helena is help-
ing to fund with a grant that we 
got last year and couldnôt get 
around to spending until this 
Summer.  Deacon Paul will be 
giving a second retreat on Sat-
urday, September 7th from 
12:00 noon till 4:00 on the spir-
ituality of St. Therese of Lisieux 
so mark your calendars now.
